Thank you for taking the time to read this document and for your potential interest in exhibiting at the 
inaugural New Zealand Flower and Garden Show.  The show will take place in Auckland from the 29th 
November – 3rd December 2017, the show will be taking place at The Trusts Arena, Waitakere. There are 
many different exhibition categories for you to select from including a number within the floral art 
marquee which we hope will be of particular interest to you. 
 
The popularity of floral art is on the increase which is why we know this will be one of the most popular 
marquees and that the 60,000 + visitors will be thrilled at the quality and diversity of both professional and 
floral art on display. 
   
The marquee exhibits are open to professional florists (who want to promote their businesses) floral art 
experts (who might be keen to promote their clubs) and passionate, skilled amateurs (who might like to 
enter just for the challenge and fun of it).  Also available are floral retail sites where flowers and floral 
accessories may be sold.  A fully carpeted and floored marquee has been dedicated to floral art this year. 
 
We are also delighted that the FLONZI Young Apprentice Florist of the Year competition will be held in this 
marquee during show week. 
 
We will do all we can to aid you in exhibiting at the show, and this document is the start.  Included is an 
explanation of the application process, the rules and regulations on taking part, and a lot more detail.  Also 
provided is detail on the grants (there is no cost for exhibiting, unless entering the retail category) did you 
know an $1,800 grant is provided to key exhibits and $500 to all 3 x 3 metre exhibits?  And to complete the 
information provided in this document is detail on the judging criteria and process, all designed to help you 
achieve your best at the show. 
 
I am keen to make this the best, most inspirational and uplifting marquee at the show demonstrating the 
floral art skills of New Zealanders who are (in my opinion) amongst some of the best in the world.   If you 
require any further information please do not hesitate to contact me, I would love to chat through options 
with you.

SITE COST AND GRANT 
 
Site Cost 
 
Often one of the first questions when someone is considering exhibiting at the flower show is: “what is the cost?”.  If 
you are exhibiting in a horticultural category of the flower show, there is NO COST for your site. The flower show 
provides the site free of charge, any cost incurred is purely against the creation of your exhibit.  In fact, the flower 
show provides grants to help offset some of your exhibition costs. 
 
Grants 
 
While there are many things that contribute to the final standard of a display, one significant component is the 
budget.  It is essential that all exhibits at the flower show are of a significantly high standard and to facilitate this 
grants are provided. 
 

¶ All Floral Exhibitors (except retail) are eligible for a grant.  A grant is deemed to be approved once an application 
for a site has been accepted. 

¶ The entire grant must be spent on the exhibit.  Evidence of this may be required by show management should 
there be any queries. 

¶ The size of the grant allocated depends on each exhibition category and the size of the exhibit (as set out in the 
Exhibition Categories section).   

¶ Exhibitors will need to invoice the flower show to receive the grant. 

¶ If the exhibitor is GST registered, then GST should be added. 

¶ Generally, grant applications will be paid on the 20th of the month following invoicing, in exceptional 
circumstances it may be possible for an earlier grant payment to be made.  Please apply directly to Kate Hillier in 
this instance. 

¶ No site for which a grant has been approved may cancel.  In the event that the Exhibitor to whom the site grant 
has been made should fail to exhibit or fail to exhibit to a standard acceptable to NZFGS, the exhibitor will refund 
the grant in full to NZFGS. 

 

FLORAL CATEGORIES 

 
There are a number of different exhibition categories, and selecting the correct category to enter is extremely 
important.  If you are in any doubt, please discuss your selection with Kate Hillier. 

 
A marquee for showing the very latest in floral fashion!  This marquee has grown increasingly popular as 
we strive to bring a piece of the garden into our home providing an opportunity to demonstrate our design 
flare. 
 
To stretch the imagination of both visitors and exhibitors and for a coordinated ‘story’ to the marquee a 
theme is applied each year.  The theme this year is: ‘Celebrating New Zealand’s multi-cultural society.’ 
  
The theme should be used as a guideline – or a starting point from which the design process can start.  It is 
not required that the designs will follow the theme literally.   
 



 

 
 
 
Within this marquee there are five types of exhibitor:  

¶ A professional florist and team. 

¶ A conglomeration of people such as a floral art club or society, or like-minded individuals. 

¶ Individual floral artists or professional florists. Whilst individuals mainly chose to compete in the 
Individual Floral Art competition they are also welcome to enter a larger exhibit category, which 
provides a larger space and a longer timescale in which to achieve it. 

¶ Apprentice florists (please contact Kate Hillier if you are interested in this category). 

¶ Retailers selling specific floral art accessories.  Please note that no grants are available for this 
category details of the retail costs and more information on this category are shown towards the 
end of this document.

The frontage of the site may increase for example you may apply for a 6 or 9 x 3 metre exhibit. 
 
Flooring - This marquee has level wooden flooring overlaid with grey carpet tiles. 
Panelling - Black exhibition panelling (2.3m high) is provided.  These panels are Velcro receptive and 
backdrops can be attached to the walls.  Small tacks or drawing pins may also be used.  Care when 
watering arrangements near the panelling is essential.   
Materials - No fake or plastic plant material of any kind is permitted; however limited dried plant material 
may supplement or accessorise an exhibit 
 
TYPE OF EXHIBITS 
Retail Site 
If you are interested in applying for a retail site, where floral material and accessories etc. can be sold, 
details are at the rear of this document. 
 
Key Feature Sites 

¶ Feature Sites are a minimum of 6 x 6 metres and a maximum of 10 x 10 metres. 

¶ Sizing can be altered at the request of the exhibitor please contact NZFGSM. 

¶ Generally, these exhibits are viewed from 4 sides and therefore require no exhibition panelling.   

¶ If you proposed exhibit is any different from the above again, please contact NZFGSM  
 
3 x 3 Metre Sites 

¶ Black Exhibition Panelling is provided around each of the 3 x 3 metre exhibits around the sides and 
rear of the exhibits 

¶ Therefore, these exhibits are viewed from one side – the front. 

¶ The frontage of the site may increase for example you may apply for a 6 or 9 x 3 metre exhibit. 



 

¶ Those exhibits on the end of rows can request shorter depth side walls (side partitions are required 
for stability) so that the exhibit is viewable from two sides.  If you would like an end of row exhibit, 
please specify this on your application form. 

 
Plinth Display/Floral Art Individual 

¶ Demonstrate your talent on an individual basis (this does not exclude you from taking part in group 
designs as well) amateur and professional entries accepted.  

¶ Please note that this year the Floral Art Individual exhibits are free standing displays positioned on a 
plinth provided by the flower show.  No backdrop is allowed – just plain black panelling again 
provided by the flower show.  

¶ The plinth will be 1 metre squared, and raised 20cm off the ground. 

¶ Displays are to be designed and judged from four sides, though predominately viewed from the 
front.    

¶ There will be a gap of 1.5m between each exhibit, providing adequate working space.     

¶ Plant material must pre-dominate over all other components in the exhibit.  Painted or artificially 
coloured plant material may be used with discretion. Artificial flowers are not permitted.  

¶ Please note that this IS NOT a timed competition. 
 
FLONZI Apprentice of the Year Competition 
A fantastic opportunity for newcomers to the industry to demonstrate their skills in a live competition that 
takes place in front of the flower show visitors.  Information on this category is detailed in a separate 
document.  Please contact us to receive a copy. 
 

SIGNAGE 
 
NZFGS Signage 

¶ NZFGS will provide all exhibitors with an NZFGS branded site naming sign which has the site or 
exhibitor name, and site number.  These naming signs must be displayed on all exhibits.   

¶ Naming Sign Sizes: 
All floral exhibits except floral art pedestal displays have site naming signs 900mm x 300mm.  Floral Art 
Pedestal Displays have naming signs 210mm X 290mm 

 
Exhibitor Signage 

¶ If an exhibitor wishes to display additional signage (including site naming signage, explanatory notices 
or labels, or sponsorship credit boards) these will need to be provided by the exhibitor and must 
conform with the specific signage allowances for the category in which the exhibitor is exhibiting (see 
below) 

¶ Design brief and planting plans are in addition to the specific signage allowance for each category, they 
should be no larger than 750mm x 500mm. 

¶ Sponsorship credit boards must relate to sponsorship of the exhibit(s) on which they are sited and must 
be no larger than 750mm x 500mm.   NZFGS reserves the right to reject any signage which they 
consider [in their reasonable opinion] to be unsuitable. 

¶ All signage must be tasteful and in harmony with the exhibit as a whole.   Please contact NZFGS if you 
have any queries about the appropriateness of signs. 



 

¶ NZFGS reserves the right to remove or request alteration of any signage which they consider [in their 
reasonable opinion] to be unsuitable, and/or to insist on its replacement with a sign which conforms to 
these rules, which may be done without notice if efforts to contact the Exhibitor have failed. 

¶ No additional signage may be added to an exhibit after the time given for the completion of staging.  
Signage must be in place before judging takes place.  Signage may (where applicable) be taken into 
account by the judges.   

¶ All signage must be confined within the exhibitor’s allocated site and may not project beyond it. 

¶ No trophies, medals or advertisements of previous awards may be displayed.   

¶ Banners are not permitted. 
 
Floral Marquee Signage Allocation 

¶ Additional signage should measure no more than 750mm x 500mm in total.   

¶ Signage allocation may be split over a number of signs i.e. two signs 375mm x 250mm.     

¶ Please note that the signage allocation is increased for Key Feature Exhibits, dependent on their size. 

¶ For Plinth Displays additional signage should measure no more than 297mm x 420mm in total – the size 
of an A3 sheet of paper.   
 

MEDALS & AWARDS 
 

The aim of NZFGS is to create a pre-eminent event of the highest standard of exhibition, primarily focused 
on the floral art, horticultural, landscape design and construction industries.  Judging of all exhibits ensures 
quality and high standards that would compete equally with other international flower shows. 
 
Medals 

¶ Four medal grades for each exhibition category are available for reward at NZFGS:  Gold, Silver, Bronze 
and Merit award. 

¶ Medals are awarded by judging panels of three or more qualified judges. 

¶ Certificates will be distributed at or immediately after the flower show.   

¶ Signs displaying the medal won will be distributed to the exhibitors during the afternoon of the media 
event, immediately prior to the gala opening, for display during the week of the show. 

 

Medal Points Required 

Gold 85-100 

Silver 70-84 

Bronze 50-69 

Merit 40-49 

 
Best in Show Awards 

¶ Four NZFGS Best in Show Awards are available for reward to medal-winning exhibits within any of the 
horticultural exhibition categories.  (A sixth award is available to Retail Exhibitors only).   

¶ The Best in Show Awards are awarded by a special judging panel, with critical input from the full body 
of judges.   

¶ Judges reserve the right not to make any Best in Show Award in any year if, in their view, standards of 
excellence are not achieved. 
 



 

Below are the Best in Show awards that floral exhibits are eligible for:

This is the pre-eminent NZFGS award which is rewarded to the 
exhibit deemed by the judges to be the best exhibit in the 
entire show 

Design Excellence ¶ This award is awarded to the exhibit which complies most 
successfully with the NZFGS design criteria. 

¶ The principles of design excellence are applied to all 
horticultural exhibits including floral design.   

¶ Only those exhibits which have been awarded a Gold 
medal are eligible for this award. 

 
 

Other Awards Criteria 

People’s Choice Award ¶ This award is judged solely by visitors who vote during the 
early period of the Show for their favourite exhibit. 

¶ Judging takes place between Noon on Tuesday 21st 
November and 12 Noon Friday 24th November 

Special Feature Demonstration of one exceptional, unique, feature within an 
exhibit.  This award is open to all medal winners 

Apprentice Florist 
of the Year Award 

¶ Run in conjunction with FLONZI this competition is run 
throughout the show week, with the ultimate winner 
announced on the Sunday. 

 

JUDGING INFORMATION 
 
Criteria Background 
Each exhibit will be judged according to their NZFGS category judging criteria please see below.  If you 
require further clarification, please contact Kate Hillier. 
 
The judges will be informed of any exhibitor which has breached any of the terms, conditions and rules set 
out in this guide, and this information may be used by the judges in their assessment of the exhibit. 
 
Please be aware that the judges are likely to walk on to larger exhibits for an ‘up-close’ inspection.  A 
written note should be added to the exhibit brief if there are safety reasons why this should not occur. 
 
Floral Art Judging will take place from Tuesday day 28th November.  Where an exhibit is incomplete at the 
time of judging, the exhibit will be judged as it stands at the deadline.  The exhibitor will be required to 
leave the site and Show venue while judging is taking place, but will be able to complete their exhibit at a 
time organised with Kate Hillier.  A sign stating “Exhibit incomplete at time of judging” will be displayed on 
the exhibit, so as to avoid confusion for visitors. 
Each floral art exhibit will be judged according to the judging criteria as set out in the table below. 
The decision of the judging panels is final.  No discussion will be entered into.

Further information on judging criteria 
 
Key Exhibit Design & Construction ideas to consider: 
 

¶ A key aspect of the show is to inspire and amaze the visitors, will they have a “WOW” reaction 
when seeing your display. 

¶ Have you made the best use of space?  

¶ Is the backdrop appropriate and in harmony with the exhibit as a whole? 

¶ Is the exhibit attractive from all the sides from which it is viewed? 

¶ Does the design capture the space?  

¶ Originality and creativity:  While there are always trends within design, have you incorporated 
originality into the display? 

¶ Use of design elements:  Such as use of form, line, colour, texture, etc. 

¶ Use of hard and soft material:  Are the materials used appropriate to the design? 

¶ For plant quality reflect on the plant association, relevance, colour, texture and size. 

¶ Do materials look authentic? 

¶ Is the structure sound? 

¶ Is all construction safe and finished to a high standard? 

¶ Does the display conform to the flower show construction rules and regulations? 
 

EXHIBITOR EVENTS 
 
Exhibitor Evenings 

¶ An Exhibitor evening for this marquee will be held later in the year, designed to guide exhibitors 
through the planning process of creating the best possible exhibit.   

¶ Visitors to NZFGS demand the highest quality exhibits that will be judged to international standards.  
NZFGS staff will draw on their many years of experience to help advise exhibitors on how to achieve 
that end.   

¶ A large component of these evenings is a question and answer session which provides an opportunity 
for open discussion.  It is also an ideal opportunity to meet other exhibitors.   

¶ It is strongly recommended that all exhibitors attend this evening, which can make the difference 
between a successful or not successful exhibit.   

¶ An invitation detailing subjects that will be covered in the evenings will be sent out two to three weeks 
before the evening.  It is important that you RSVP. 



 

 
Exclusive Gala Opening 

¶ Exclusive Gala Opening will be held on Tuesday 28th November from 4.30pm – 7.30pm 

¶ This is an opportunity to be among the first to see the displays in their pristine state.   

¶ Guests will be easily identifiable by their corsages or wrist bands, issued to them at the gate.   

¶ Exhibitors must have their sites manned by a maximum of two staff for the entire period of the Event. 

¶ There will be a large national and international media contingent at the Event. 
 
Media Event 

¶ A specific time period is provided to media when there is limited access to the site, providing good 
photographic and interview access to the exhibits and exhibitors. 

¶ The time period of this event will take place from 12 noon – 3.30pm on Tuesday 28th November.  It is 
strongly recommended that you make yourselves available at this time. 

¶ This provides an ideal opportunity to attract media to your exhibit by way of an official opening, 
celebrities visiting your exhibit etc.  A timetable of such events will be produced and distributed to all 
media. 

 
APPLICATION PROCESS & SITE ALLOCATION 
 

Application process 

¶ Any person, business, company or other body may apply for a site to stage an exhibit at NZFGS. 

¶ Application forms must be completed (a copy is included at the end of this document) and posted or 
emailed to the New Zealand Flower and Garden Show.  Email info@nzfgs.co.nz or post to PO Box 
60348, Titirangi, 0642 

¶ NZFGS will consider requests for specific sites, although they are not bound to accept such a request.  
Please contact Kate Hillier to discuss sites in further detail.   

 
Acceptance by exhibitors 

¶ Application for a site by an exhibitor and/or the acceptance of a site offered shall mean that the 
exhibitor agrees to observe and conform to (and ensure its employees, consultants, contractors or 
anyone representing or working on behalf of the Exhibitor) conform to:  

 
Á The terms, conditions and rules outlined in this guide and the Exhibitor Information Booklet; 
or 
Á Any additional terms, conditions and rules in connection with the Show reasonably advised by 

NZFGS; 
 
Assessment of application 
Applications for a site at NZFGS will be assessed by NZFGS. 
NZFGS adopts a good faith approach in assessing all applications. Choosing the highest standard of 
exhibitor is crucial to the integrity of the Show.  
Applications for a site will be assessed against the criteria shown below (not necessarily in order of 
importance): 
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Application assessment contd: 
Á The relevance to a garden show and to the selected exhibition area. 
Á The impact of the display design. 
Á Past performance and level of presentation demonstrated by the applicant. 
Á The number of sites/grants available. 

 
Allocation of Site 

¶ A site is allocated by NZFGS, at its sole discretion, after the careful assessment procedure described 
above.  

¶ If an exhibitor wishes to request a specific area/exhibit site within the show this should be done at the 
time of application.  NZFGS will endeavour (where possible) to work with these requests but at no 
stage can this request be guaranteed. 

¶ Exhibitors are notified in writing at least three weeks after receipt of the application as to whether or 
not they have been allocated a site.   

¶ An exhibitor may not sublet, or otherwise part with, the whole or any part of the site allocated. 
 
Cancellation of Site Allocation 

¶ After the allocation of a site, and before the Show opening, matters may come to the attention of 
NZFGS which either they were not aware of at the time the site was allocated to a particular exhibitor, 
or which have arisen since the time the site was allocated.  If, as a result of such matters, NZFGS in its 
reasonable opinion considers the attendance of the exhibitor at the Show would be prejudicial to the 
interests of the general public or the good name of NZFGS, NZFGS reserve the right to cancel or amend 
any allocation of a site. 

¶ NZFGS reserves the right to cancel the site allocation, and therefore this entire agreement, if any of the 
terms, conditions or rules contained in this guide or the Exhibitor Information Booklet are infringed. 

 
Alteration of sites and exhibits 

¶ NZFGS reserves the right to:  
Á Make alterations to the layout and size of any site allocated at any time, if necessary to the layout 

of the Show as a whole; 
Á To refuse any article to be shown which it considers unsuitable, and to require its removal from the 

Show site even though it may have been put on display. 
 
By the exhibitor 

¶ Exhibitors are allocated a site on the basis of the technical and design briefs approved by NZFGS.  Any 
significant aspect of an exhibit changed from that on the application form must be notified to Kate 
Hillier. 

¶ If NZFGS considers, in their reasonable opinion, that such a change is unsuitable, NZFGS reserve the 
right to refuse to allow any exhibit or part thereof to be shown / cancel the site allocation. 

 
 
 
 
 
 



 

EXHIBIT CONSTRUCTION RULES & REGULATIONS 
 
Construction 
While exhibits at NZFGS are treated as ‘temporary structures’, it is essential that they are built in an 
exacting and safe fashion. 

 
Maintenance and protection of site and exhibit 

¶ Sites and exhibits must be maintained to a high standard at all times. 

¶ Materials such as gravel, shingle, stones, pebbles, shells, chippings (e.g. polystyrene, granite, glass, etc.) 
or any material likely to damage the carpeting or exhibition panelling must not be placed directly on or 
against them.   Any such material must be placed on a thick, strong ground protection barrier film or 
cloth to provide protection and to enable complete removal of the material during breakdown.  

¶ Exhibitors must take care of the immediate surroundings of their site and exhibit.  Please keep it neat 
and tidy. 

¶ Conditions can be warm and dusty.  Daily maintenance and care of components (including plant 
material) is an essential part of exhibiting.  Replacing plant and floral material throughout the period of 
the Show is permitted, indeed expected.   

¶ Watering and maintenance of sites and exhibits can only be performed outside Show open hours.  Sites 
will be accessible for this purpose from 7am to 9am and after Show closing.  

¶ Please be aware that no maintenance of exhibits can take place before 12 noon Tuesday 28th 
November. 

 
Water 

¶ Water is available at all times from standpipes throughout the site and by entrances to each marquee.   

¶ Exhibitors must provide their own hoses and connectors or buckets with which to transport water to 
their sites, ensuring all items are named.  Please ensure hoses and connections are leak free and 
disconnected when not in use. 

¶ Watering of exhibits should only take place outside of Show open hours.   
 
Lighting 

¶ Standard overhead marquee lighting is provided within each of the marquees. 

¶ The material of the marquees can give a yellowing effect to exhibits.  Exhibitors in the marquees may 
overcome this by the use of constructive lighting. 

¶ Any lighting must be installed according to the guidelines of the manufacturer and managed 
appropriately during the Show public opening hours.   

¶ Spotlights must be directed at items within the display and should not be directed externally.    

¶ There is no requirement for external displays to use lighting, but they are encouraged to include such 
lighting should it be desirable for the appearance of the display. 
 

Electricity 

¶ A 10-amp power supply will be provided to each site.   

¶ All electricity supplies will be placed as close as possible to the back right corner of the site (when 
viewed from the road frontage).   

¶ Alternative placement can be arranged directly with the Show’s electrical contractor at the exhibitor’s 
cost.   



 

¶ Exhibitors requiring additional power supply should speak directly with the electrical contractor, and 
additional power will be supplied at the cost of the exhibitor. 

¶ Any exhibitor requiring wiring should make sure that it is installed and tested by a suitably qualified 
electrician. 

 
Health and Safety 

¶ Rules and obligations concerning health and safety are contained in The Health and Safety Guide which 
will be distributed closer to the show. It is essential that all exhibitors conform to these strict rules. 

¶ Exhibitors will be obligated to sign the Health and Safety Form and to visit the Site or Exhibitor Office 
on arrival on the Show site for the first time.  At this time, the Event Director or Operations Manager 
will show you to your site pointing out any hazards. 

¶ Exhibitors must provide a copy of their own Health and Safety document on or before signing on to site 
for the first time.  This can be emailed to the Operations Manager.  If assistance is required in regards 
to Health and Safety, please contact the Operations Manager. 

 
Build-up 

¶ Exhibitors will have access to their sites from and until the dates and times set out in the Key Dates 
section.  No Exhibitor may commence build-up until they have signed in at Exhibitor Services. 

¶ Final set-up is to be complete by the date and time set out in the Key Dates section.  All tools and 
materials used in construction must be removed from the site by final set-up. 

¶ Floral Art Exhibitors are to down tools and leave site by 8pm on Monday 27th November. 
 
Information leaflets 

¶ NZFGS reserves the right to remove or request that exhibitors desist from distributing information 
which NZFGS consider [in their reasonable opinion] to be unsuitable or not in keeping with the NZFGS 
event.  This may be done without notice if efforts to contact the exhibitor have failed. 

¶ All labels and signs must be tasteful and in harmony with the exhibit as a whole.  

¶ NZFGS reserves the right to remove inappropriate labelling and signage.  This may be done without 
notice if efforts to contact the exhibitor have failed. 

 
Approved Materials  

¶ All materials used must be fire resistant.  Approved materials include wool, sail cloth, nylon taffeta, 
flame treated cottons and thick panel plastic.  

 
Items not allowed 

¶ Materials exuding a foul, unpleasant or offensive odour (including spray paints, aerosols and fibres). 

¶ Nothing which, in the opinion of NZFGS, detracts from the presentation of the plants or products on 
display, or from the general appearance of the Show. 

¶ Any item which is not fire resistant. 

¶ Any item which is hazardous or likely to present a health and safety or fire risk. 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 

Items requiring special permission 
The following items may only be exhibited or used within an exhibit with the special permission of the 
Event Director: 
 
Á Straw and/or hay 
Á Polystyrene  
Á Fruit or flowers artificially attached to a plant or spray 
Á Live animals of any kind 
Á Music/sound effects 
Á Videos, DVDs, slides, audio and film 
Á Vehicles and/or other substantially branded items 

 
Animals 
All animals are strictly forbidden at the Show site at all times, with the exception of guide and hearing 
dogs.   
 
Children 
Children less than 16 years of age are not allowed on to the Show site during the build-up period when the 
site is designated a construction site.  Unless competing in the managed School Garden Competition 
 
Sell-off 

¶ There is a specified amount of time for sell-off at the Show when exhibitors may sell plants and 
products from their displays.  The Show sell-off takes place from 5pm on Sunday 3rd December. 

¶ It is essential that exhibitors not start the sell-off early as people attending for the sell-off only are not 
allowed on site until immediately before the sell-off starts. 

¶ Sold items may be removed from the site once the sell-off has commenced.  Larger items may be 
reserved (at the risk of the exhibitor) prior to the sell-off taking place.  The rest of the exhibit must not 
be dismantled until sell-off ceases.   

¶ Show visitors can keep their, previously used, flower show tickets and enter the flower show from 5pm 
free of charge.  Alternatively, specific sell-off entrance is allowed for a charge of $5 per person. 

 
Breakdown 

¶ Exhibitors must consider how they will effectively manage and staff the breakdown of the site at the 
conclusion of the Show.  Exhibitors must remove from the site everything that was brought in including 
any rubbish.    

¶ Exhibitors must not breakdown their sites before sell-off ceases and/or the show closes. 

¶ Any exhibitor breaking their site down prior to 6pm on Sunday 3rd December will seriously jeopardise 
any future applications for a site at NZFGS.   

¶ Breakdown finishes at the date and time set out in the Key Dates section, and security will be on site till 
then.   

¶ On the final day of the Show, after the Show closes, Exhibitors are strongly advised to clear their sites 
and remove any valuable property from the Show site.  Where valuable goods are left on site 
overnight, Exhibitors are recommended to engage the services of their own security guard.  



 

 
 
Reinstatement and Site Clearance 

¶ At the conclusion of the Show, all sites must be left in the state that they were presented. 

¶ All Exhibitors are required to obtain site clearance from the Operations or Event Director before final 
departure from the Show site. 

¶ The full cost of any re-instatement work or clearance of an exhibit that NZFGS has to conduct on behalf 
of an Exhibitor – if they exhibitor has failed to clear to an acceptable standard - will be invoiced in full 
to the Exhibitor responsible at the rate of $300 per hour. 

 
 
 
PRESS, PUBLIC RELATIONS & PROMOTIONAL ACTIVITY 
¶ Exhibitors may be consulted by communications staff to draw up information ie media releases, on 

behalf of the exhibitor, that may be of interest to the media. 

¶ It is strongly recommended that the exhibitors also activate their own promotional campaign around 
their exhibiting at NZFGS, this subject will be covered during your Exhibitor Evening. 

¶ Traditionally exhibits that get the best awards also receive the highest media recognition. 

¶ Electronic Medals are provided to the exhibitor named on the application form of all winning exhibits, 
these can be used on letterheads, websites, business cards etc. 

¶ Exhibitors may, in their printed literature, refer to NZFGS medals or awards awarded, but it is important 
that the date of the medal or award is mentioned and the nature of the exhibit.  The medal or award 
may not be advertised by anyone other than the Exhibitor.   

 
Programme Information 

¶ Exhibitors must provide to the Event Director or an NZFGS representative, on request, company and 
exhibit contact details and a brief description of their exhibit for the official Show programme.   

¶ The details provided by Exhibitors may be included in their entirety, edited or not used at all, at the 
discretion of NZFGS.  If an exhibit is being sponsored, Exhibitors need to decide whether the Exhibitor or 
the sponsor’s details should be listed. 

¶ It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to provide the information in a timely fashion.  If the information 
is not received by the deadline, then the flower show management take no responsibility for its non-
inclusion in the show programme. 

 
Promotional Material and Intellectual Property 

¶ The Exhibitor may not use the NZFGS Logo or Marks or other intellectual property belonging to NZFGS in 
any manner, without the prior consent of the Event Director.   

¶ The Exhibitor acknowledges that NZFGS retains sole control over the creative content and all intellectual 
property in connection with NZFGS.  

¶ Unless the Exhibitor has obtained the prior written consent of NZFGS to the contrary, the Exhibitor 
consents to the exhibit or any part of it being photographed, drawn or painted by anyone appointed or 
permitted by NZFGS to make photographs, drawings or paintings, and to the reproduction and 
publication of such photographs, drawings or paintings.

Cancellation of Show 

¶ NZFGS may cancel or postpone the Show on any or all of the Show open days owing to a force majeure 
event (including floods, earthquakes and other acts of God) or inclement weather conditions (which 
means weather conditions that are unacceptable to NZFGS) in that such conditions would impair 
performance, cause damage to equipment, or raise health and safety concerns.
